Elim Health Medical Missionary School 2012 to 2013

How Long will the course be? 

The course will be conducted over 1 year beginning Monday 2nd July 2012 and finishing 13th July 2013
When do I have to enrol by?
All students must enrol by 30th April 2012 by filling out the written application form and they must pay their first instalment of $1416 by 30th April 2012 to be eligible to study the course. 

Where will I have to Study?

Most of your study time will involve distance education from the luxury of your own home so it can be done while you still continue working in your secular employment. The study course is offered by the Australasian Union Medical Missionary Department in conjunction with an external professional Natural Medicine Distant Education College. The external college offers continual online/telephone student support to assist students through their coursework. The Union Medical Missionary Department will also offer student support to assist students in meeting their study targets. 

Will I need to travel?

You will only be required to attend 4 sets of 5 day training sessions held every 4 months at Elim heights  Youth Camp ground in NSW for practical training and your exams. For those travelling interstate, and for those with secular work commitments, this allows you to arrive on the Sunday before a training session begins and leave on the Sunday after it finishes, incurring only 1 week off from your secular employment per training session. There will be 2 weeks training required in 2012 and 2 weeks required in 2013.
What will I Learn?
Each student will be trained in the core areas of health including nutrition, anatomy and physiology and herbal medicine etc… In conjunction with the external Natural Medicine College the students will be awarded accredited certificates by the external college in each module at the completion of their course work and final exams. 
Why do I need to attend the training seminars?

Each student is required to attend the training sessions in order to be given their study coursework, study schedules and to sit their theoretical exams. During the training sessions students will also learn skills including massage, hydrotherapy, foot reflexology, organic gardening, herbal treatments, healthy food preparation, bible study, evangelism, and more…
Who can enrol in the medical missionary school?
You must be 18 years old or older with no upper age limit (students between 16 and 18 years old may attend if the school agrees and they are given parental authorization in writing.) 

You must have completed a one day senior first aid course
You must be fluent in speaking and writing English. Some basic computer skills and internet access would also be advantageous.  
You must be prepared to adhere to all the Medical Missionary schools codes of practice and be willing to observe the schools instructions during the course.

You must be willing to adhere to the Elim Height Camp rules for Christian conduct

It is not a requirement for a student to be a member of the Seventh Day Adventist Reform Movement to enrol, however the student must be willing to respect and adhere to the Christian Standards of the church during their training. 
How much will it cost?

Tuition Fees for nutrition, anatomy and physiology and herbal medicine $2748
Accommodation/Food fees: Each 5 day seminar costs $250 per person ($1000 in total for all four)
Admin/Enrol Fees/Extra Texts: $250
Total Course fees: $3998
When Do I have to Pay?

You will have four payments throughout the year which must be paid in full before the dates listed below:

Session 1 (April 30th 2012) - $1416
Session 2 (October 15th 2012) - $1166

Session 3 (February 15th 2013) - $1166

Session 4 (June 15th 2013) - $250

How do I get to Elim heights Camp ground for the training sessions?
Each student is solely responsible for their travel and costs to and from the training sessions held at Elim heights camp ground. It is recommended that students of the same state share transport to the training sessions, where practable, to minimise their costs. (pick up and drop off at Sydney airports/stations will be available on request)

What qualifications will I get?

Each student who successfully completes the coursework and final exam will receive a certificate of completion in the Medical Missionary Course. Each student which successfully completes their respective assignments and exams will receive accredited module certificates in Nutrition, Anatomy and Physiology and Herbal Medicine which are professionally recognized within Australia. These modules can be used towards a relevant professional qualification such as a nutritionist or naturopath etc; should the student wish to continue their study further in the area of health.
Will I get any hands on experience?

Yes, after you have qualified from the course, all students are invited to attend a special medical missionary outreach program where students will be involved directly in assisting and promoting the benefits of the health work in one of the pacific islands.
